Harassment
Harassment of any kind is not tolerated at ASE (Atlanta Steampunk Exposition). Harassment includes, but is not specifically limited to:

· Verbal comments that reinforce social structures of domination [related to gender, gender identity and expression, sexual orientation, disability, physical appearance, body size, race, age, religion;
· Sexual images in public spaces;
· Deliberate intimidation, stalking, or following;
· Demeaning photography or recording or photography or recording after being told to stop;
· Sustained disruption of talks, workshops or other events;
· Inappropriate physical contact;
· Unwelcome sexual attention;
· Advocating for, or encouraging, any of the above behavior;
This policy applies to all participants of ASE, including Staff, Volunteers, Vendors, Dealers, Guests, other persons taking part in ASE activities. 
Participants asked to stop any harassing behavior are expected to comply immediately. We expect participants to follow these rules at all event venues and event-related social activities. We think people should follow these rules outside event activities too! In general, follow Wheaton’s Law, “Don’t be a dick”.
If you have been the target of harassment, we urge you to report the incident immediately to a 911 operator via phone, or to a member of Security or to Convention Operations (identified by their badges).

If you notify convention staff, we will:

· Ensure you are safe and ensure you cannot be over heard, and if requested, will escort you to your room or you prefer, to your vehicle.

· Call 911 and ask for immediate medical attention if requested or at the convention’s discretion. 

· If requested, contact local Law Enforcement and stay with you until they arrive.

If a participant engages in harassing behavior, event organizers retain the right to take any actions to keep the event a welcoming environment for all participants. This includes warning the offender or expulsion from the conference [with no refund] and/or calling local Law Enforcement.
In general, if people tell you "no" or ask you to leave them alone, your business with them is done. If you continue to attempt to have contact with those people, you may be removed from the premises and your access to the convention revoked with no refund. Remember: "A costume does not imply consent." People of diverse genders, sexualities and relationship statuses attend ASE. Please respect people who are different from you.
